These documents stem from an action brought by John Harrison of Derby, solicitor, in right of Elizabeth his wife and Sarah Ellen Evans 9died 1825) her sister against the Rev John Langley.  This stems from the will of Margaret Langley and whether her son Thomas was heir at law by descent or took by purchase property descending form the Bowyer family (a chart pedigree survives in T2639).  Thomas Alcock was an executor of the will, while William Sneyd was the trustee of a legal estate vested by a deed of Oct 1786  made by Edward Walhouse Okeover and Margaret his wife (later Margaret Langley).


An action for ejectment was first brought at the Derby Summer Assizes in 1821.  Later actions were brought in Kings Bench and Common Pleas.
