Records of West Hallam United Charities, 1804-1948.


The charities known as Poor’s Land (alias Stansfield), Gisborne’s, Hickling’s and Holbrook’s were added together in 1907 to form the West Hallam United Charities.  Details about these individual charities can be found in the Further Report of the Commissioners for Inquiring Concerning Charities, 1827.


The records were deposited in Derbyshire Record Office in April 1988.
