A collection of (for the most part) secondary material, being notes, mainly for a history of the parish of Ashford-in-the-Water (co.Derby), and for a Derbyshire bibliography; compiled by the Rev. J.S. Luxmoore who died in 1940.  He was son of the Rev. J.R. Luxmoore, once Vicar of Ashford, and the foundations of the collection were probably laid by the father.  The collection was given by Miss E. Luxmoore, daughter of J.S. Luxmoore in 1940 [29321-29393].
